Tire Pressure Monitoring (warning)

System

If tire pressure becomes critically low on any of the tires (excluding the
spare), (1) indicator will illuminate. Correctly adjusting tire inflation will
turn off the light after a few minutes. If the light does not turn off, have
the system checked by your Toyota dealer.
