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' Hybrid Synergy Drive System

The Hybrid Synergy Drive System utilizes a computer-controlled gasoline engine
and electric motor to provide the most efficient combination of power for the
vehicle. When the brakes are applied, the braking force generates electricity, which
is then sent to the traction battery to conserve energy. In addition, the engine shuts
off when the vehicle is stopped. The benefits are better fuel economy and reduced
vehicle emissions.

NOTE: Fuel consumption and energy information of the Hybrid System are
shown on the Multi-Information Display (MID) and the multimedia display.

TIPS FOR IMPROVED FUEL ECONOMY

- Ensure tire pressures are maintained at levels specified in the “Owner’'s Manual”.

- When possible, link trips to reduce engine cold starts.

- Avoid driving at speeds that are higher than necessary, especially on the
highway.

- When possible, avoid sudden stops to maximize regenerative braking energy.

- Minimize use of the air conditioning.

ANTI-LOCK BRAKE SYSTEM (ABS)

Toyota’s Anti-lock Brake System detects which wheels are locking up and limits

wheel lockup by “pulsing” each wheel’s brakes independently. Pulsing releases brake
pressure repeatedly for fractions of a second. This helps the tires attain the traction that
current road conditions will allow, helping you to stay in directional control.

BRAKE ASSIST (BA)

Brake Assist is designed to detect sudden or “panic” braking, and then add braking
pressure to help decrease the vehicle’s stopping distance.

SST doesn’t engage if the brake pedal is depressed before the accelerator pedal,
allowing vehicles to start on a steep hill and safely accelerate without rolling backward.

ENHANCED VEHICLE STABILITY CONTROL (VSC)

Enhanced Vehicle Stability Control provides cooperative control of the ABS, TRAC,
VSC and EPS.

Enhanced VSC helps to maintain directional stability when loss of traction occurs
during a turn.
