Floor Mat Installation

Use only floor mats designed specifically for vehicles of the same model and model year
as your vehicle. Fix them securely in place onto the carpet.

1 Insert the retaining hooks (clips) into
the floor mat eyelets.

2 Turn the upper knob of each retaining
hook (clip) to secure the floor mats in
place.

Always alignthe /\ mmarks.

The shape of the retaining hooks (clips) may differ from that shown in the illustration.

AHB (Automatic High Beam)

The Automatic High Beam uses a camera sensor located behind the upper portion of the
windshield to assess the brightness of the lights of vehicles ahead, streetlights, etc., and
automatically turns the high beams on or off as necessary.

IActivating the Automatic High Beam

When the engine switch is in IGNI-

light cleaners will operate once. After
this, the headlight cleaners will operate
every bth time the lever is pulled.



Intuitive Parking Assist (if equipped)

The distance from your vehicle to nearby obstacles when parallel parking or maneuvering
into a garage is measured by the sensors and communicated via the multi-information dis-

play, Center Display and a buzzer. Always check the surrounding area when using this
system.

Ilntuitive parking assist switch

When on, the indicator light comes on to
inform the driver that the system is opera-
tional.

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BSM (Blind Spot Monitor)

The Blind Spot Monitor is a system that has 2 functions:

@ The BSM (Blind Spot Monitor) function

Assists the driver in making a decision when changing lanes

@ The RCTA (Rear Cross Traffic Alert) function

Assists the driver when backing up
These functions use same sensors.

Center Display

BSM main switch

This switch is for both the BSM function
and RCTA function.

Pressing the switch turns the system on
or off. When the switch is turned on,
the indicator on the switch illuminates.

Qutside rear view mirror indicators

BSM function:

When a vehicle is detected in a blind
spot of the outside rear view mirrors or
approaching rapidly from behind into a
blind spot, the outside rear view mirror
indicator on the detected side will illu-
minate. If the turn signal lever is oper-
ated toward the detected side, the
outside rear view mirror indicator will

flash.
RCTA tfunction:

When a vehicle approaching from the
right or left at the rear of the vehicle is
detected, both outside rear view mirror
indicators will flash.

If a vehicle approaching from the right or left at the rear of the vehicle is detected, the
RCTA icon for the detected side will be displayed on the Center Display.

This illustration shows an example of a vehicle approaching from both sides of the vehi-

cle.

@ RCTA buzzer (RCTA function only)

If a vehicle approaching from the right or left at the rear of the vehicle is detected, a

buzzer will sound. The buzzer also sounds for approximately 1 second immediately

after the BSM main switch is operated to turn the system on.



Tire Pressure Warning System

Your vehicle is equipped with a tire pressure warning system that uses tire pressure warn-
ing valves and transmitters to detect low tire inflation pressure before serious problems
arise.

IThe tire inflation pressure display function

The tire pressure detected by the tire pres-
sure warning system can be displayed on
the multi-information display.

The illustration used is intended as an exam-
ple, and may differ from the image that is
actually displayed on the multi-information
display.

Ilnitializing the tire pressure warning system

1 Park the vehicle in a safe place, turn the engine switch off and wait 20 minutes or more.
Initialization cannot be performed while the vehicle is moving.
2 Adjust the tire inflation pressure to the specified cold tire inflation pressure level.

Make sure to adjust the tire pressure to the specified cold tire inflation pressure level.
The tire pressure warning system will operate based on this pressure level.

3 Startthe engine.

4  Press and hold the tire pressure warn-
ing reset switch until the tire pressure
warning light blinks slowly 3 times.

Then a message will be displayed on
the multi-information display.

5 Drive straight (with occasional left and right turns) at approximately 25 mph (40 km/h)
or more for approximately 10 to 30 minutes.

Initialization is complete when the position of each tire is determined and the inflation
pressure of each tire is displayed on the multi-information display.

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ASC (Active Sound Control) (if equipped)

The ASC system sonically emphasizes the vehicle's response to the driver’s operation of
the accelerator pedal and shift lever or paddle shift switches. The dynamic engine sound
enabled by this system helps the driver further enjoy the feeling of unity with the vehicle,
particularly when driving in M mode.



The RC F is equipped with an active rear wing that operates automatically while the vehi-
cle is being driven. This active rear wing enhances aerodynamic performance, especially
at high speeds, contributing to a more stable ride.

The active rear wing can be controlled using a switch.
