BEEP SETTING

Once the screen transition is
switched off, the audio or climate control screen

(if equipped) will remain without reverting to the
map display.

FREEWAY EXIT INFO MODE*

During Route Guidance on a Freeway or Toll
Road, a variety of points of interest such as Gas
Stations, Restaurants or Hotels can be viewed
during your trip.

To access this feature, select Freeway Exit Info
Mode from the Screen Preferences. Upcoming
freeway exits will be listed by the number or
name along with the POIs in the vicinity of the
exit ramp. Select the desired exit from the list to
see the POIs at that particular exit.

* This feature is only available while in Route Guidance and travelling on a freeway or Toll Road.

ESTIMATED DISTANCE AND TIME*

The navigation system will provide an estimate
of the distance and time to the destination
based upon the suggested route during
guidance. The system automatically calculates
the remaining miles until you arrive at the
destination. Based upon the distance traveled,
the system will also provide an estimated time
until arriving at your destination.
