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BASIC OPERATION
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€ CURRENT VEHICLE POSITION
Mark

Indicates the current position of the
vehicle and its directional heading.

ZOOM IN/ZOOM OUT Icons

Touch to magnify or reduce the map

scale.

© MAP/VOICE Button
Repeat the last voice guidance
prompt, cancel the map scrolling
feature, or display the current
position.

@ DESTINATION Button
Input the destination by one of
several methods.

INFO/PHONE Button
Access Phone, Map Data, and
Calendar.

SETUP Button

Adjust Preferences for: General
Settings, Clock, Voice, Navigation,
Phone, Audio, and Vehicle
Maintenance.

DISPLAY Button
Adjust the contrast, brightness or
turn off the screen.

The navigation system's voice recognition feature will compare your spoken words
with computer-generated word patterns preprogrammed in the database. If the
system does not provide your intended match, please try a different pronunciation.
Voice-activation names are not available for every street and city.

Once the address has been inputted, select the
desired route preference(s) for the trip.

One of three routes may be chosen for the trip.
Quick offers the shortest route by time; Alt is the
second fastest route; Short is the most direct based
upon driven mileage. The system does not account
for traffic signals or traffic flow.
