By connecting a Bluetooth®
cellular phone (hereafter
referred to as “cellular
phone”) that has been veri-
fied with the system, the
phone function can be used
to make and receive calls
without operating the cellu-
lar phone directly.

Even while connected to
Apple CarPlay or Android
Auto, the hands-free phone
screen for Apple CarPlay or
Android Auto may not be
displayed, depending on
conditions.

* A cellular phone must be regis-
tered to the multimedia system

and connected with Bluetooth®
before hands-free calling can be
used. To use hands-free calling,
first register a cellular phone.

able to utilize the Bluetooth® func-
tion.
« If attempting to make or receive a

call during Bluetooth® audio play-
back, the screen display and dial
tone or ringtone sound may be
delayed.

with washer fluid

When backing up, be sure to
visually check all around the
vehicle both directly and using
the mirrors before proceed-
ing.

@ If there is a sufficient amount of
washer fluid but it does not
spray out, check that the
washer nozzle is not blocked.

®When the washer fluid reservoir
is empty, do not operate the
switch continually as the washer
fluid pump may overheat.

®When a nozzle becomes
blocked, contact your Toyota
dealer. Do not try to clear it with
a pin or other object. The nozzle
would be damaged.

@ Some foreign matters may not
be removed completely after
cleaning. In this case, rinse the
rear camera lens with a large
quantity of water and then wipe
it clean with a soft cloth damp-
ened with water. Do not strongly
rub the rear camera lens, as it
may be scratched and will not
be able to transmit a clear
image.

® Washer fluid is sprayed onto the
rear camera lens surface.
