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Foreword

Thank you for your purchase of the Navigation System.  Please read this manual carefully to ensure proper use.  Keep this manua l
stored in your vehicle at all times.

The Toyota Navigation System is one of the most technologically advanced vehicle accessories ever developed.  The system receives satellite
signals from the Global Positioning System (GPS) operated by the U. S. Department of Defense.  Using these signals and other vehicle sen-
sors, the system can show you where you are and assist you in locating a desired destination.

The navigation system is designed to select efficient routes from your present starting location to your destination.  The system is designed
to direct you to a destination that is unfamiliar to you in efficient manners.  The routes are generated from a large database that includes all
roads contained in AAA state maps along with detailed street coverage for many major metropolitan areas. The calculated routes are neither
the shortest routes nor routes without traffic congestion. Your own personal local knowledge or ”short cut” may at times be faster than the
calculated routes.

The navigation system’s database includes 53 point of interest categories to allow you to easily select destinations such as restaurants and
banks.  If a destination is not in the database, you can enter the street address or a major intersection close to it and the system will route
you there.  The system will provide both a visual map and audio instructions.  The audio instructions will announce the distance and direction
to go when you are approaching a fork or intersection.  These voice instructions will help you keep your eyes on the road and are timed to
provide enough time to allow you to maneuver, change lanes or slow down.

Please be aware that all current vehicle navigation systems have certain limitations that may affect their ability to perform properly.
The accuracy of the vehicle’s position depends on the satellite condition, road configuration, vehicle condition or other circum-
stances.  For more information on the limitations of the system, refer to pages 35 through 37.

Initial screen

UN001

When you start the engine or turn the ignition
key to ”ACC”, the initial ”TOYOTA” screen
appears and the system begins operating.

CAUTION
When the vehicle is stopped with the
engine running, always apply the park-
ing brake for safety.

After a few seconds, the ”CAUTION” screen
appears.

UN002

Please read it and follow the instructions.

If a screen other than for the navigation sys-
tem is displayed (i.e., for the trip information
screen), the current screen would change to
the ”CAUTION” screen by pushing the
”MAP/VOICE” , ”DEST”  or ”MENU”
button on the bezel or by touching the
”Maintenance”  switch on the informa-
tion menu screen.

When you touch the ”I agree” switch  on
the screen, the ”map” screen appears.
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Safety Instruction

UN003

To use your system as safely as possible, fol-
low all the safety tips shown below.

This system is intended to assist you in
reaching your destination and, if used prop-
erly, can do so.  You, as the driver, are solely
responsible for the safe operation of your ve-
hicle and the safety of your passengers.

Do not use any feature of this system to the
extent it distracts you from safe driving.  Your
first priority while you are driving should al-
ways be the safe operation of your vehicle.
While you are driving, be sure to observe all
traffic regulations.

Before attempting to use this system while
you are driving, learn how to use it and be-
come thoroughly familiar with it.  Read the
entire Navigation System Manual to make
sure you understand the system.  Do not al-
low others to use this system until they have
read and understood these and other in-
structions in this manual.

For your safety, some functions may become
inoperable when you start driving.  Unavail-
able switches are dimmed. You can input
your destination and select your route only
when the vehicle is not moving.

CAUTION
� For safety, the driver should not

operate the navigation system while
he/she is driving.  Inattention to the
road and traffic may cause an
accident.

� While you are driving, be sure to
follow the traffic regulations and
keep the road condition in mind.  If a
traffic sign on the road has been
changed, route guidance may
provide wrong information such as
the direction of a one way street.
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While you are driving, listen to the voice in-
structions as much as possible and glance at
the screen briefly and only when it is safe.
However, do not totally rely on voice guid-
ance.  Use it just for your information. If the
system cannot determine your current posi-
tion correctly, there is a possibility of incor-
rect, late or non–voice guidance.

The data in the system may occasionally be
incomplete.  Road conditions, including driv-
ing restrictions (no left turns, street closures,
etc.) frequently change.  Therefore, before
you follow any instruction from the system,
look to see whether you can comply with the
instruction safely and legally.

This system cannot warn you about such
things as the quality of a neighborhood, con-
dition of streets, and availability of emergen-
cy services.  If you are unsure about the safe-
ty of an area, don’t drive into it.  Under no
circumstances is this system a substitute
for the driver’s personal judgement.

We recommend that you obtain updated
map data, when it becomes available, in or-
der to help use the system as effectively and
safely as possible.

Use this system only in locations where it is
legal to do so.  Some states/provinces may
have laws prohibiting video screens within
sight of the driver.
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Overview of Touch Screen and Switches

Switch operation
This system operates mainly by the
switches on the screen.  To protect the
screen, lightly touch switches on the
screen with your finger.  When you touch
a switch on the screen or on the bezel, a
beep sounds.

INFORMATION
� If the system does not respond to a

touch of a switch, move your finger
away from the screen and then touch
it again.

� You cannot operate dimmed
switches.

� Wipe off fingerprints on the surface
of the display using a glass cleaning
cloth.
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North–up symbol and scale of
map
To indicate a map view with
North up.  Touching this symbol
changes the map view to a
heading–up respective.  The fig-
ure also indicates the map
scale.  For details, see  35.

GPS mark (Global Position-
ing System)
Whenever your vehicle is re-
ceiving signals from the GPS,
this mark is displayed.  For de-
tails, see  35.

Current vehicle position
mark
To indicate the current position.

Map/Guide
Push this switch to change the
screen mode.  For details, see
21.

zoom IN/zoom OUT
These switches magnify or re-
duce the map scale.  For de-
tails, see  33.

Push this button to display the
information menu screen.  For

Push this button to repeat a

Guidance voice, cancel the one
touch scroll and start a Guid-

DEST button
Push this button to display the

Destination screen.  For de-
tails, see page 4.

MENU button
Push this button to display the
menu screen.  This screen al-
lows you to make adjustments

or correct settings of various
options and functions.

To type in an address etc., directly touch al-
phabet keys on the screen.  If you touch a
wrong letter, delete it using the  switch.
Touching the  switch erases one letter.

Touching the ”List”  switch will change the
screen to a display of the database items that
match the name or address that you have
entered on the screen.  The number of
matching items is shown to the right side of
the screen.  If the matching item is more than
9,999, the system displays ”����”  on the
screen.

To input numerals, touch the ”0–9”  switch
and the display will change the screen to
number input display.

UN006

Touching the ”A–Z”  switch changes the
screen back to the previous name input dis-
play.

UN007

When a list is displayed, you can scroll or
page through the list by using the appropri-
ate switch.

To shift to the next or previous
page.

To scroll up or down one item at
a time.

This expresses a displayed
screen position.

Inputting letters and numbers
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If a    or a    appears to the right
or left of the item name, the
complete name is too long for
the display.  Touch the name,
and the name will scroll to the
end or beginning of the name. UN008

2. When you touch an arrow facing your
desired point, the map scrolls in that
direction.  When you release your finger,
scrolling stops.

How to Move the Cursor
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Push the ”DEST”  button on the bezel and
the ”Destination” screen appears.

The destination screen allows you to select
the region of the country to be searched for
your destination.

Touch the “Change”  switch on the des-
tination screen to display a map of the
United States divided into 10 regions.

UN011

Touch an area directly to select the search
area and the destination screen returns.

Once you choose the region of the country to
search, you can use one of 10 different meth-
ods to enter your destination.

Address :  You can enter the house number,
the street address and selected city of your
destination.  You can find your destination
using various methods.  See page 6
through 8 for the detailed steps.

1.  By Address:  You can input the house
number and the street address by using the
input keys.  See page 6 for the detailed
steps.

2.  By Point of Interest:  You can select one
of the many points of interest that have been
already stored in the system’s database.
There are 53 categories to choose from in-
cluding restaurants, banks and automotive
places.  See page 8 for the detailed steps.

3.  By Marked Point:   You can register your
own favorite destinations as a ”Marked
Point”.  The system allows you to store up
100 marked points.  See page 14 for the de-
tailed steps.

4. By Previous Destination:  You can select
a destination from any of the last 10 pre-
viously set destinations.  See page 14 for the
detailed steps.

Destination Input
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5. By Home:  You can select your own home
without entering the address each time.  In
this case, it is necessary to register your
home beforehand.  See page 15 for the de-
tailed steps.

6.  By Emergency:  You can select one of
the three points of emergency service points
that have been already stored in the sys-
tem’s database.  See page 15 for the detailed
steps.

7.  By Intersection:   You can enter the
names of two intersecting streets.  This is
helpful if you do not know the specific street
address of your destination but know the
general vicinity.  See page 16 for the detailed
steps.

8.  By Freeway Entrance/Exit:  You can en-
ter the name of the freeway (interstate) en-
trance or exit.  See page 17 for the detailed
steps.

9.  By Previous Starting Point:   You can en-
ter a point where the system has started to
guide last time.  See page 19 for the detailed
steps.

10. By Map Selection:   You can select a
destination simply by touching the location
on the displayed map.  See page 19 for the
detailed steps.

INFORMATION
� When inputting the destination, the

response to the switch may be slow.

� ”Point of Interest” are mainly regis-
tered in ”Detailed map coverage
areas”.  The registration is made
based on the NavTech ”Standard
POI Inclusion List”.

� If there is no point registered,
switches such as ”Marked Point”,
”Home”, ”Previous Destination” or
”Previous Starting Point” are
dimmed and not available.

� The route for returning may not be
the same as that for going.

� The route guidance to the destina-
tion may not be the shortest route or
a route without traffic congestion.

� Route gui dance may not be available
if there is no road data for the speci-
fied location.

� When setting the destination, you
should use the map on a scale of one
half mile or smaller.

� To select an ”Address”, ”Point of In-
terest”, ”Freeway Entrance/Exit” or
”Intersection” in a different region, a
search area’s change is necessary.

CAUTION
While you are driving, be sure to follow
traffic regulations and keep the road
condition in mind.  If a traffic sign on
the road has been changed, the route
guidance may provide wrong informa-
tion.

There are 2 ways to input a destination by
address.

Touch the ”Address”  switch on the
destination screen.  The ”Address”
screen appears, and then you can input a
house number.

Touch letters directly on the screen to in-
put a house number.

UN013

After inputting a house number, touch the
”Enter”  switch to display the screen which
you can input a street name.

It is possible to input a street name first.
Touch the ”Street”  switch to display the
screen which you can input a street name.

UN302
After each letter is inputted, the system
searches the database for street names that
match.  Alphabet keys are dimmed if the da-
tabase does not have a match for the next
letter in the remaining list of matching street
names.

When you input numerals, touch the
”0–9”  switch to display the screen for
numeral input.

Based on your input, the number of matching
sites appears at the top right of the screen.
After the number decreases to some extent,
touch the ”List”  switch to display the street
selection list.  If the number of matches de-
creases to 4 or less, the screen changes au-
tomatically to the selection list.

Destination Input by
ADDRESS

(a) Inputting a house number
and a street name

When you find your desired street name,
touch  of the item.  The screen
changes and displays the map location of
the selected destination and the route
preference.  (See ”Entering Destination”
on page 19.)

If the same address exists in more than one
city, the current screen changes to the ”City
Select” screen.  Select or enter your desired
city.

If you input a street name first, the screen
changes.  You can then input the house num-
ber.

If the above screen appears, you can select
an address range on that screen.

The screen for inputting a city name appears
if you touch the ”City”  switch on the ”Ad-
dress” screen on page 6.

Input a city name using alphabet keys.

After the number decreases to some extent,
touch the ”List”  switch to display the city
selection list.  If the number of matches de-
creases to 4 or less, the screen changes au-
tomatically to the selection list.

Sort by Mark:  Touch this switch to list the
marked points by the registered icon.  There
are 16 different normal purpose icons, 5 spe-
cial purpose icons and 3 sound icons.

Sort by Date:  Touch this switch to list the
marked points in order of registered date.

Sort by Name:  Touch this switch to list the
marked points in alphabetical order.

Sort by Dist:  Touch this switch to list the
marked points in order of shorter distance
from your current location.

While driving, only special purpose icons will
be shown on the screen.

Touch the ”Previous Destination”
switch on the destination screen.

The screen lists to 10 previously set destina-
tions.  During driving, the screen lists 5 pre-
viously set destinations.

Select your desired destination.  The
screen changes and displays the map
location of the selected destination and
the route preference.  (See ”Entering
Destination” on page 19.)

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You can delete the list of previous destina-
tions while you stop your car, if you no longer
need them.  However, the system must de-
lete the complete list and does not allow re-
moving single entries.

When you touch the ”Delete All”
switch, a message appears to confirm
your request to delete the list.  If you are
sure, touch the ”YES” switch.  If not,
touch the ”NO” switch.

Touch the ”Home” switch on the des-
tination input screen.

The screen changes and displays the
map location of your home and route
preference.  (See ”Entering Destination”
on page 19.)

The system starts the guidance from your
current position to your home immediately
after you touch the ”Home” switch during
driving.

If your home is not registered yet, the
”Home” switch is dimmed.

For the steps to register your home, see
”Registration of your home” on page 26.

By touching the ”Emergency”  switch
on the destination input screen, the dis-
play changes to a screen to select police
stations, hospitals or dealers.  During
driving, only nearby police stations, hos-
pitals or dealers are shown.  The current
position is shown with an address, the
latitude and the longitude at the top of the
screen.

When you touch your desired emergency
category, the selected emergency category
list is displayed.

After
inputting the two intersecting streets, the
screen changes and displays the map
location of the selected destination and
the route preference.

If the same two streets cross at more than
one intersection, the screen changes and
displays the menu to select the city name
where the streets intersect.  Select the city,
and the map location of the selected destina-
tion and the route preference.

To input a freeway entrance or exit, touch
the ”Fwy Entrance/Exit”  switch on
the destination input screen.

Be sure to use the complete name of the
freeway or highway, including the hyphen,
when entering the destination.  Freeways
and interstates use an ”I” (I–405).  US high-
ways use the state designation before the
number (CA–118).

As the number of matching freeways de-
creases, you can touch the ”List”  switch to
display the list.

The Global Positioning System (GPS) devel-
oped and operated by the U.S. Department
of Defense provides an accurate current ve-
hicle position using 3 to 4 satellites.

Limitations of the Navigation
System

top left of the screen.

The GPS signal may be physically ob-
structed, leading to inaccurate vehicle posi-
tion on the map display.  Tunnels, tall build-
ings, trucks, or even the placement of
objects on the instrument panel may obstruct
the GPS signals.

The installation of window tinting may also
obstruct the GPS signals.  Most window tint-
ing contains some metallic content that will
interfere with the GPS signal reception.  We
recommend not to use window tinting on ve-
hicles equipped with navigation systems.

The GPS satellites may not send signals due
to repairs or improvements being made to
them.

Even when the navigation system is receiv-
ing good GPS signals, the vehicle position
may not be shown accurately or inappropri-
ate route guidance may occur in some
cases.

In automatic rerouting, a detour route may
be shown.

� During automatic rerouting, the route may
not be changed.

� The route in a U–turn may be shown or
announced.

� A location may have multiple names and
the system will announce one or more.

� Some routes may not be searched.

� If the route to your destination includes
gravel, unpaved roads or alleys, the route
guidance may not be shown.

� Your destination point might be shown on
the opposite side of the street.

� When a portion of the route has regula-
tions prohibiting the entry of the vehicle
that vary by time or season or other rea-
son.

� The road and map data stored in your
navigation system may not be complete
or may not be the latest release.

When replacing the tire(s), contact your
dealer.

(f) Operating a video CD

(i) Playing a video CD

Push the number of the disc you want to
play.

When you touch the “PICTURE” switch, the
video screen appears.

(ii) Displaying operation switches

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If you touch the part where switches are not
located while you are watching video on the
video CD, video CD operation switches will
appear.

“Second Page” switch:  Use this switch to
display the operation switches on the sec-
ond page.

“Top Page” switch:Use this switch to dis-
play the operation switches on the top page.

“Hide Keys” switch:  Use this switch to turn
off the operation switches from the display.

If “ ” appears on the display when you
touch the switch, the operation is not per-
mitted.

(iii) Description of each switch

� Switches on top page

“D. Menu Next” switch:  When you touch
this switch while the disc menu is displayed,
the next page appears on the display.  If you
touch this switch while the player is playing
video, the next track is searched and played.

“D. Menu Prev.” switch:  When you touch
this switch while the disc menu is displayed,
the previous page appears on the screen.  If
you touch this switch while the player is play-
ing video, the previous track is searched and
played.

“Sel. Number” switch:  The track or num-
ber search screen appears. (See “Searching
by track or number” on the next page.)

“Main/Sub” switch:  A multiplex transmis-
sion changing switch.  The mode changes
from Main/Sub to Main, to Sub and back to
Main/Sub by touching this switch.

“ ” switch:  The video CD menu ap-
pears. (For the operation, see the instruction
manual for the video CD provided separate-
ly.)

� Switches on second page

“ ” switch:  Use this switch to pause the
video screen.  When you touch this switch
again, the video screen advances by frame
by frame.

“�” switch:  Touch this switch during the
pause to resume playing.

“��” switch:  Touch this switch to fast re-
verse during the playback.

“��” switch:  Touch this switch to fast for-
ward during the playback and start playing
slowly during the pause.

“PBC” switch:  Use this switch to turn off
playback control.
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(iv) Searching by track or number

Enter the track numbers using “–”, “+”
and “+10” switches and touch “Enter”.
The player starts playing video for that
title number.

You can select a track number by pushing
“�” or “�” on the “TRACK” button.

Touch “Return”, the previous screen returns.

(h) If the player malfunctions
If the player or another unit equipped with the
player malfunction, your audio system will
display one of the six following messages.

If “DISC CHECK” appears on the display:
It indicates that the disc dirty, damaged, or it
was inserted up–side down. Clean the disc
or insert it correctly.

If “NO DISC” appears on the display: It in-
dicates that there is no disc in the DVD play-
er.

If “REGION CODE ERROR” appears on
the display: It indicates that the DVD region
code is not set properly.

If “DVD DOOR OPEN” appears on the dis-
play: It indicates that the door of the DVD
player is open.

If “DVD ERROR” appears on the display:
It indicates that the inside of the player unit
may be too hot due to the very high ambient
temperature. Remove the magazine from
the player and allow the player to cool down.

If “NO DVD MAGAZINE” appears on the
display: It indicates that the magazine is not
inserted into the DVD player.

NOTICE

To ensure the correct audio system op-
eration:

� Be careful not to spill beverages
over the audio system.

� Do not put anything other than a cas-
sette tape or magazine into the cas-
sette tape slot or DVD player.

� The use of cellular phone inside or
near the vehicle may cause a noise
from the speakers of the audio
system which you are listening to.
However, this does not indicate a
malfunction.

Radio reception

Usually, the problem with radio reception
does not mean there is a problem with your
radio – it is just the normal result of conditions
outside the vehicle.

For example, nearby buildings and terrain
can interfere with FM reception.  Power lines
or telephone wires can interfere with AM sig-
nals.  And of course, radio signals have a lim-
ited range, and the farther you are from a sta-
tion, the weaker its signal will be.  In addition,
reception conditions change constantly as
your vehicle moves.

Here are some common reception problems
that probably do not indicate a problem with
your radio:

FM

Fading and drifting stations  – Generally,
the effective range of FM is about 40 km (25
miles).  Once outside this range, you may no-
tice fading and drifting, which increase with
the distance from the radio transmitter.  They
are often accompanied by distortion.

Multi–path  – FM signals are reflective, mak-
ing it possible for two signals to reach your
antenna at the same time.  If this happens,
the signals will cancel each other out, caus-
ing a momentary flutter or loss of reception.

Static and fluttering – These occur when
signals are blocked by buildings, trees, or
other large objects.  Increasing the bass lev-
el may reduce static and fluttering.

Station swapping – If the FM signal you are
listening to is interrupted or weakened, and
there is another strong station nearby on the
FM band, your radio may tune in the second
station until the original signal can be picked
up again.

AM

Fading  – AM broadcasts are reflected by the
upper atmosphere – especially at night.
These reflected signals can interfere with
those received directly from the radio station,
causing the radio station to sound alternately
strong and weak.

Station interference – When a reflected sig-
nal and a signal received directly from a radio
station are very nearly the same frequency,
they can interfere with each other, making it
difficult to hear the broadcast.

Static  – AM is easily affected by external
sources of electrical noise, such as high ten-
sion power lines, lightening, or electrical mo-
tors.  This results in static.

Caring for your cassette player and tapes

For high performance from your cassette
player and tapes:

Clean the tape head and other parts regular-
ly.

� A dirty tape head or tape path can de-
crease sound quality and tangle your cas-
sette tapes.  The easiest way to clean
them is by using a cleaning tape.  (A wet
type is recommended.)

Use high–quality cassettes:

� Low–quality cassette tapes can cause
many problems, including poor sound, in-
consistent playing speed, and constant
auto–reversing.  They can also get stuck
or tangled in the cassette player.

� Do not use a cassette if it has been dam-
aged or tangled or if its label is peeling off.

� Do not leave a cassette in the player if you
are not listening to it, especially if it is hot
outside.

� Store cassettes in their cases and out of
direct sunlight.

� Avoid using cassettes with a total playing
time longer than 100 minutes (50 minutes
per side).  The tape used in these cassette
is thin and could get stuck or tangled in the
cassette player.

� Use only discs labeled as shown.
CD–R(CD–Recordable), CD–RW(CD–
Re–writable) and personal computer use
CD–ROMs may not be playable on your
DVD player.

� Your DVD player is intended for use with
12 cm (4.7 in.) discs only.

� Extremely high temperature can keep
your DVD player from working.  On hot
days, use air conditioning to cool the ve-
hicle interior before you listen to a disc.

� Bumpy roads or other vibrations may
make your multi–disc player skip.

� If moisture gets into your DVD player, you
may not hear any sound even though your
DVD player appears to be working.  Re-
move the magazine from the player and
wait until it dries.

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� Your DVD player cannot play special
shaped or low–quality discs as those
shown here.  Do not use them as the play-
er could be damaged.

� Handle discs carefully, especially when
you set them into the magazine.  Hold
them on the edge and do not bend them.
Avoid getting fingerprints on them, partic-
ularly on the shiny side.

� Dirt, scrapes, warping, pin holes, or other
disc damage could cause the player to
skip or to repeat a section of a track.  (To
see a pin hole, hold the disc up to the
light.)

� Remove discs from the compact disc
player when you are not listening to
them. Store them in their plastic
cases away from moisture, heat, and
direct sunlight.

To clean a disc: Wipe it with a soft, lint–free
cloth that has been dampened with water.
Wipe in a straight line from the center to the
edge of the disc (not in a circle).  Do not use
a conventional record cleaner or anti–static
device.

CAUTION
DVD players use an invisible laser
beam which could cause hazardous
radiation exposure if directed outside
the unit.  Be sure to operate the player
correctly.
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
