The multimedia system saves various
data in the multimedia system every
time the power switch is turned off. If
the 12-volt battery terminal is discon-
nected before the data saving is com-
plete, the data may not be saved
correctly.
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To use this system in the safest possible
manner, follow all the safety tips shown
below.

This system is intended to assist in
reaching the destination and, if used
properly, can do so. The driver is solely
responsible for the safe operation of
the vehicle and the safety of your pas-
sengers. Do not use any feature of this
system to the extent it becomes a dis-
traction and prevents safe driving. The
first priority while driving should always
be the safe operation of the vehicle.
While driving, be sure to observe all
traffic regulations. If atraffic sign on the
road has been changed, route guid-
ance may not have the updated infor-
mation such as the direction of a one
way street.

Do not use in a manner that impairs
safe driving.
